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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

As it has been announced, the Journal of Economic Sociology is developing a new rubric, ‘Debates’. Two
extended polemic responses are presented in this issue. The first paper presents a critical view of Rostislav
Kapelyushnikov’s essay on the legacies of Max Weber. The second paper is a critical response to the text of
Roman Bumagin and Dmitry Rogozin on the survey approach.

Now, we turn to a new issue of our journal.

Dr. Tatiana Karabchuk (Assistant Professor, College of Humanities and Social Sciences of the United Arab
Emirates University) is interviewed by Elena Berdysheva. Dr. Karabchuk shares her experience of working
in the United Arab Emirates (UAE) and describes how developing countries implement social policies and
practices borrowed from more developed countries. Dr. Karabchuk also mentions the challenges for the social
sciences in the UAE and her experience in launching a regular individual survey for data collection, ‘Monitor-
ing of Emirati Youth.’

We continue with a debate on Rostislav Kapeliushnikov’s paper ‘Weber’s Hypnosis: Notes on “The Protes-
tant Ethics and the Spirit of Capitalism™’, published in two parts in No. 3—4, 2018. The response of Dmitry
Kataev was presented in a previous issue of the journal. Now, we publish a paper by Ivan Zabayev (Associate
Professor of Saint Tikhon's Orthodox University), ‘A Nietzschean Take on a Hundred-Dollar Bill’. The author
emphasizes the necessity to discuss the ethical component of “The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capital-
1ism” in detail and draws special attention to the notions of the calling and the humility. It is demonstrated that
Weber’s interpretation of the Protestant doctrines, where the aim of work is to “get rid of the fear of damna-
tion”, is parallel to the Nietzschean idea of the unpleasant role of “the blessings of work™. Finally, the author
displays how Weber’s logic can be applied to analyzing contemporary reality, what questions it lets one raise,
and why Weber’s text is still readable today.

The Journal also presents an extended commentary on the paper of R. E. Bumagin and D. M. Rogozin, Criti-
cism of the Interview Approach in Examining the Similarity of the Appearance of Products Belonging to the
Same Product Category’, published in Vol. 19, No. 2, 2018. This response, ‘Methodological Reflection in a
Pith Helmet’, was submitted by Dr. Nikolay Babich (Senior Research Fellow of the Institute of Sociology of
the Federal Center of Theoretical and Applied Sociology of the Russian Academy of Sciences). The author
questions the appropriateness of Bumagin and Rogozin’s research procedure and draws attention to the in-
stances of incorrect citations and fact distortion in their text. It is argued that their critical propositions, in fact,
illustrate the advantages of current research practices. Babich is convinced that the perspective of scientism
falls short in reflecting the specific conditions of arbitration authorities, aimed not only at establishing the truth
but also at resolving economic conflicts.

Dr. Ilya Ermolin (Visiting Fellow of the School of Biology, University of Leeds, UK) presents his study ‘De-
liberate By-Catch of the Caspian Seal and the Development of Illegal Wildlife Trade in Dagestan, Russia:
A Socio-Economic Approach’. Collecting data from long-term field observations of a hard-to-reach object in
the shadow economy, the author delineates the main stages of the illegal trade. The reciprocal and redistribu-
tive mechanisms of interactions among the actors of the autonomous community involved in this illegal trade
are examined in detail. Several cases are described, including informal contractual relations between young
fishers and the owners of boats, the illegal taking of the fishers sentenced in Kazakhstan, the release of fishers
sentenced in Kazakhstan (“Kazakh captivity”), the buying of seals’ carcasses and skins, its initial processing,
and the further resale of skins to craftsmen from the mountainous areas of Dagestan.
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Liudmila Bogomazova (Research Assistant, Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology, Higher School
of Economics (HSE)) presents her paper ‘The Economic Crisis in the Russian Mass Media: Constructing and
Deconstructing Problems’. This research is based upon a constructionist perspective for understanding the na-
ture of social problems. Counter-rhetorical strategies, suggested by Ibarra and Kitsuse, are adopted to analyze
the de-problematization of the economic crisis in the Russian mass media. The author conducted a content
analysis, which includes the count of mentioned key words and a thematic analysis. Network analysis was also
used. The study demonstrates that online newspapers pay the most attention to the coverage of anti-Russian
sanctions, inflation, and the ruble rate. Meanwhile, the social consequences of the crisis, such as poverty and
unemployment, are much less represented in the Russian media.

A translation of an introductory part of the second chapter of Nick Srnicek’s book, ‘Platform Capitalism’
(Cambridge: Polity, 2016), is further presented by the Journal of Economic Sociology. This book discusses
the transformation of capitalism and the transition of leading firms into platforms—companies using data as a
main resource—that have occurred in many economic sectors. The author demonstrates that the global econ-
omy was re-divided among a few of the monopolistic platforms and shows how these platforms set up new
internal trends for the development of capitalism. Additionally, the Journal of Economic Sociology publishes
a fragment from the key second chapter, which is aimed at clarifying the distinct features of the new stage of
capitalism and lays out a typology of platforms (i.e., cloud platforms, advertising platforms, lean platforms,
industrial platforms, and product platforms). The book was translated by Maria Dobryakova and published
with the kind permission of the Higher School of Economics Publishing House and Polity.

Violetta Korsunova (Ph.D. Student, Research Assistant at the Laboratory for Comparative Social Research,
HSE) presents the analytical review ‘Cultural Consumption in Sociological Research: A Review of Measure-
ment Approaches’. The author draws distinctions between several approaches found in the literature. Cultural
consumption is analyzed as a part of a lifestyle that is dependent on class structure. More recent studies have
not only addressed the symbolic value of cultural products but have also looked at the range of cultural prefer-
ences and the intensity of cultural activities.

Elena Gudova (Lecturer at the Department of Economic Sociology, Junior Research Fellow at the Labora-
tory for Studies in Economic Sociology, HSE) shares a review of Barbara Czarniawska’s book, ‘Narrating the
organization: Dramas of institutional identity’ (Chicago: University of Chicago Press, 1997). Czarniawska
is known as a distinguished scholar, representing ‘Scandinavian institutionalism’, which is also defined as a
constructivist institutionalist theory. She has made a significant contribution to the narrative turnover in orga-
nizational studies. On a theoretical level, she applies the concepts of drama and autobiography. Empirically,
Czarniawska examines the history of the transformation of the Swedish state sector with a particular emphasis
on municipal administrations and social insurance.
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
