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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce a new issue of our journal to you.

Pavel Syomin (independent researcher, Nizhniy Tagil, Russia) presents a study “Some Regularities in Es-
tablishing Regional Categories of Specially Protected Natural Territories.” Several large groups of regional
categories are delineated, including protected natural objects (analogous to natural monuments), protected
landscapes and natural complexes, protected green zones of populated localities, recreational areas, and ar-
eas of historical and cultural designation, which are similar to objects of cultural heritage. Syomin’s analysis
points out three deficiencies of Russian federal legislation on protected areas: unstable legislation, the exces-
sively rigid federal categories system, and flaws in the protection of areas valuable for the conservation of
biodiversity, recreation, and support for ecological balance.

Arnold Khachaturov (Moscow, Russia) writes on “Transformations of Governmentality Regimes under the
Influence of New Areas of Knowledge: The Case of Behavioral Economics.” The article provides a review of
the relevant scientific literature on the consequences of the growing popularity of behavioral economics in the
field of public administration and public policy. Examining how the recommendations of the so-called nudge
theory by Richard Thaler and Cass Sunstein are being introduced in many countries at the national govern-
ment level, Khachaturov poses the question of whether behavioral economics can become the new paradigm
of economic policy, or whether we are witnessing the radicalization of neoliberalism. Using Michel Foucault’s
governmentality analytics and existing research on this topic, the author shows that conceptual changes in
economic theory significantly influence the balance of power relations in society.

Then, we publish a translated extract from the 1989 book by David Harvey (Distinguished Professor at the
Graduate Center, City University of New York). The Condition of Postmodernity: An Enquiry into the Origins
of Cultural Change presented a deep inquiry into the nature of postmodernism, which is considered a histori-
cal phenomenon. We publish the tenth chapter, “Theorizing the Transition,” from the second part of the book,
“The Political-Economic Transformation of Late Twentieth-Century Capitalism.” In this chapter, the author
demonstrated that existing theories had difficulties in explaining the observed historical transition from Ford-
ism to flexible accumulation. To overcome these problems, Prof. Harvey proposed a return to capitalism’s
origins to reconsider its logic generally with the help of Marx’s theories.

Boris Belyavskiy (research intern at Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology, Moscow, Russia) reviews
abook by Eric A. Posner and Glen E. Weyl, Radical Markets: Uprooting Capitalism and Democracy for a Just
Society (2018). The book concentrates on solutions to the problems of inequality and stagnation. The authors
claim that the solution needs a combination of left and right theoretical principles. In contrast, Belyavsky ar-
gues that the reasoning presented in the book rather develops the right liberal tradition instead.

Dr. Igor Ryazantcev and Dr. Vasiliy Pisarevskiy (Information and Analytical Center at the Faculty of Social
Sciences of St. Tikhon’s Orthodox Humanitarian University, Moscow, Russia) review an international con-
ference, “Philosophy of Early Christianity and the Challenges of Digitalization,” which was held at Fu Jen
Catholic University in the capital of Taiwan, Taipei, from December 6 to 7, 2019. The conference participants
explored trends in the development of the social process of digitalization, including the views of the early
Christian thinkers.
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Text in English

Yegor Muleev (Institute for Transport Economics and Transport Policy Studies, HSE, Moscow, Russia) con-
tributes a paper on the political economy of Russian urban public transportation, which has changed signifi-
cantly since the fall of the USSR. The author tries to explain why, in some cities, marshrutkas have completely
replaced the classical public modes of transportation, whereas in other cities these minibuses are entirely ab-
sent. Data were collected from 19 in-depth interviews conducted in 2016 in various Russian cities. The differ-
ence between cities is described in terms of a continuance of property rights and through spatial characteristics
of the industrial backgrounds.
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
