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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Below is a brief introduction of the Journal’s latest issue.

Dr. Dmitry Kurakin and Ilias Latypov, both from the Centre for Cultural Sociology at HSE University, pres-
ent a paper titled ‘Ecosystems of Choice: On Some Limitations of Rational Choice Theory and a Strategy for
Overcoming Them.’ This article aims to revise and specify the concept of choice in sociology, primarily in the
context of inequality studies. Despite the existing criticisms and known limitations of rational choice theories,
alternative theoretical perspectives on choice often remain on the periphery, especially in empirical studies.
The authors conclude by proposing a strategy of going beyond atomic acts of choice to encompass the entire
“ecosystems” of choice.

Dr. Andrei Vernikov, Senior Research Fellow at the Institute of Economics, Russian Academy of Sciences,
and Dr. Anna Kurysheva, Senior Researcher at Southern Federal University, Rostov-on-Don, explore the topic
of living beyond one’s means as depicted in old Russian proverbs. The main empirical result of their study is
that the prevailing popular discourse, at least until mid-19th century, strongly criticized the practice of debt
bond and other factors that jeopardized a household’s financial viability. These factors primarily included
overconsumption, consumerism, and excessive impulsive spending.

We present a Russian translation of a chapter from a book by Bruce Katz, co-founder of New Localism Advi-
sors, and Jeremy Nowak, creator of The Reinvestment Fund, titled The New Localism: How Cities Can Thrive
in the Age of Populism (Washington DC: Brookings Institution Press, 2018). The New Localism is a book
about cooperation among the state, business and civil society, whose joint efforts, according to the authors,
create the genetic code of social change today. The book analyzes of the development of three cities: Pitts-
burgh and Indianapolis in the United States, and Copenhagen in Europe. By delving into the histories of these
cities, Bruce Katz and Jeremy Novak illustrate the functioning of new models of development, governance
and financing. The Journal has obtained permission from Strelka Publishing House to publish the first chapter
of the book, titled “Reimagined Power”.

Polina Lavrusevich, Senior Lecture at Novosibirsk State University, presents a study of the informal gathering
practices implemented by different groups of nature management agents on the territory of Karakansky pine
wood. This expansive forest area is situated within the borders of the Novosibirsk Region and Altai Territory.
The practices observed among the social agents, namely local residents, summer residents, and city-dwelling
tourists, who have varying degrees of connection to the pine wood, allow us to examine the mechanisms em-
ployed for solving the problem of general access to nature resources. The study draws upon observational ma-
terials and interviews conducted with pine wood residents during sociological expeditions in July-September
2021 and July 2022.

Galina Polynskaya, Associate Professor of the Department of Marketing and Advertising at the Russian Acad-
emy of National Economy and Public Administration under the President of the Russian Federation, presents a
new study ‘Utilizing the Linked Associations Methodology: A Case Study on Assessing Patron Satisfaction in
the “Bar” Segment. Analysis of Method Effectiveness and Results Obtained.’ The article describes a research
of the catering segment of “Bar”, utilizing the author's constrained association method. Employing associative
method allows to successfully identify the attributes that affect customer satisfaction within the Bar segment,
as well as the factors contributing to aggressive behavior among patrons.
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Dr. Alexander Kurakin from HSE University presents a review of Sudhir Kumar Suthar’s book titled Di-
lapidation of the Rural: Development, Politics, and Farmer Suicides in India (Palgrave Macmillan, 2022).
The problem of farmer suicides in India has been recognized by agrarian and rural scholars for several de-
cades. However, the author challenges the prevailing explanations of farmer suicides, which predominantly
emphasize economic factors. Suthar suggests an alternative explanation, somewhat Durkheimian in nature,
highlighting the deterioration of the social structure of traditional rural India. This decay is to blame for the
inability of the social structure to support and protect members of rural communities, and to prevent them from
committing suicides.
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
