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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues, perhaps you are aware that the Journal of Economic Sociology was included in the official
list of leading journals of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Russian Federation in 2010. You might
have heard that at present this list is being renewed. We are pleased to inform you that we are ready to submit
all necessary documents to confirm our continued presence on this list of prestigious journals in Russia. Given
that the journal meets all formal requirements, this status should be confirmed.

In the section “Beyond Borders” we present a paper of Alexander Kondakov (Researcher, Centre for Indepen-
dent Social Research; Teaching Assistant, Faculty of Political Science and Sociology, European University
at St. Petersburg) “The Uncomfortable Law: Why the Civil Code of Russia is a Constraint for International
Business.” The main aim of this article is to uncover a specific configuration of power that is reproduced in
the text of the Civil Code. Evidence collected from 17 interviews with top managers and corporate lawyers of
international companies from Finland, Germany and USA are used as a data source. A conceptual analysis of
the Civil Code of Russian Federation reveals how exactly law turns from a tool encouraging business develop-
ment ino a barrier for the international companies in Russia.

In this issue we present a new Russian-language translation of the first chapter of Dani Rodrik’s book Eco-
nomics Rules: The Rights and Wrongs of the Dismal Science (2015, W. W. Norton). The author argues that
strengths of an economy derive from a multiplicity of theoretical perspectives defined as “models”. In the first
chapter he provides a brilliant discussion of a variety of economic models and tools for better understanding
them. The book is translated by Ekaterina Golovlyanitsyna. This chapter is published with permission from
the Gaidar Institute Press.

Sofia Villo (Doctoral Student, Graduate School of Management, St. Petersburg State University) presents a
paper “The Problem of Trust in a Situation of Stakeholder Risk Concern.” The purpose of this study is to
reveal managerial practices that strengthen or undermine stakeholder trust in a company under conditions in
which stakeholders perceive risk or risk threats. The question is examined drawing on the example of indus-
trial development of the Arctic by the Gazprom Group of companies. Data was collected from press releases
of environmental organizations and other archival documents concerning the development of Prirazlomnoye
oil field.

Olga Dovbysh (Junior Research Fellow, Laboratory of Media Research, National Research University Higher
School of Economics) provides a review of literature on “Media Markets in the Focus of Social Network
Analysis.” The author describes how media markets are structured in terms of intramarket relations, and what
network configuration is typical for media markets. The author argues that the network structure of media
markets can be explained by peculiarities of media industries and media products. Media markets are also
characterized by developed informal relations reducing risks related to the unpredictability of demand for
cultural goods.

The book by Lucien Karpik, Valuing the Unique: The Economics of Singularities (Princeton University Press,
2010) is reviewed by Yana Roshchina (Senior Research Fellow, Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociol-
ogy, National Research University Higher School of Economics). Lucien Karpik suggests the concept of
“singularity” for analyzing consumer choice of high quality unique goods. The main attributes of “singulari-
ties” include multidimensionality, uncertainty, and incommensurability. The important traits of markets for
singularities include opacity and opportunism, the necessity for coordination mechanisms, the dominance of
quality competition over price competition, and the impossibility to explain price setting with the rules of sup-
ply and demand.
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The book edited by J. Beckert and C. Musselin Constructing Quality. The Classification of Goods in Markets
(Oxford University Press, 2013) is reviewed by Elena Berdysheva (Senior Research Fellow, Laboratory for
Studies in Economic Sociology, National Research University Higher School of Economics). The book is
focused on the processes of social construction of the criteria for the quality of market goods in contemporary
consumer markets. This volume contributes to the body of literature on mechanisms for evaluation, classi-
fication, and commensuration. Readers are encouraged to think how social values are translated into market
categories, which actors contribute to this process, why there may be discrepancies which and how they can
be overcome.

Denis Kadochnikov and Danila Raskov (St. Petersburg State University) provide a summary of the recent
International Academic Conference on “Economics of Vices and Virtues” held at the St. Petersburg State
University, May 15-16, 2015. Scholars from Russia, Belarus, Kyrgyzstan, US, Belgium, Italy, and Finland
discussed the concepts of vices and virtues in the context of social sciences and humanities, as well as some
public policy concerns, in particular the issues of alcohol policy in Russia and other countries.

Dates for the XVII April International Academic Conference “Modernization of Economy and Society” have
been announced.

Texts in English

Dr. Prof. Katharina Bluhm, head of Institute for East European Studies at Free University of Berlin, was
interviewed by Zoya Kotelnikova. She talked about her recently published book, Business [.eaders and New
Varieties of Capitalism in Post-Communist Europe (Routledge, 2013). The book is based on a coordinated
international survey of entrepreneurs and top managers from East Germany, West Germany, Hungary, and
Poland. The book argues that economic actors with their cultural ideas on what capitalism should be brought
back into the core of economic sociological discussion of varieties of capitalism in Europe.

Ivan Zabaev (Associate Professor, Theology Department, St. Tikhon’s Orthodox University, Moscow, Rus-
sia) presents a paper “The Economic Ethics of Contemporary Russian Orthodox Christianity: A Weberian
Perspective.” Following the approach Weber uses for describing the “Protestant ethic,” this article analyzes
the Russian Orthodox work ethic, or an ethics of economic activity. Russian Orthodox ethics are analyzed
using popular Orthodox literature (1990-2004), doctrinal texts on social and economic issues, as well as data
collected through ethnographic research in eight monasteries in the Russian Federation from 1999-2004. The
discussion in this article centers on obedience and humility as key categories of Orthodox economic ethics.
