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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce of a new journal issue.

We present a Russian translation of a chapter from Professor Elton Mayo's book, The Social Problems of an
Industrial Civilization. This work addresses critical issues of the industrial era through Mayo's insights on the
role of social sciences in tackling these challenges. A central theme is the enhancement of group cooperation
within key industrial sectors. The author synthesizes findings from industrial research and proposes prelimi-
nary conclusions regarding the essential role of interpersonal relationships in industry. We feature the first
chapter titled “The Seamy Side of Progress,” wherein Professor Mayo critically analyzes the imbalance in
systemic research. This imbalance is characterized by an excessive focus on technical and material aspects,
which often leads to the neglect of human and social dimensions in favor of unsystematic evaluations. Pub-
lished with a kind permission of the Gaidar Institute Publishing House.

Anastasia Alexandrova, Dr. Maya Rusakova, Sergey Tkach (all from the Center for Applied Sociology at St.
Petersburg State University) present their study ‘Value Orientations and Job Search Strategies of St. Peters-
burg Residents in the Context of the COVID-19 Crisis.” This research is based on an empirical database that
includes questionnaires from 1,857 individuals registered as unemployed with the St. Petersburg Employment
Service. It is shown that the prevalence of value orientations—specifically, optimism (the first cluster) and
pessimism (the second cluster)—negatively impacts individuals' proactivity in using labor market support
measures and diminishes their willingness to pursue retraining opportunities. The prevalence of value atti-
tudes of optimism in combination with reliance on themselves, at the same time, contributes to greater coop-
eration with employment centers.

Professor Alexander Khlevov, Alina Ivakina, Dmitry Mayevsky, Alexander Smal (all from Sevastopol State
University) present their study ‘Wealth, Calling, and Equality: The Perception of Religious Socio-Economic
Concepts among Baptists and Orthodox Christians.’ This article conducts a comparative analysis of the socio-
economic attitudes of Orthodox Christians and Protestants in the city of Sevastopol. It examines attitudes
towards wealth, vocation, and equality as shaped by the doctrines of the Russian Orthodox Church and the
Evangelical Christian Baptist movement. The research is grounded in the formal sociology of Georg Simmel.
The study involved thirty-three structured interviews with representatives from both faiths: Orthodox Chris-
tians and Protestants (Evangelical Christians-Baptists). The findings reveal the main socio-economic attitudes
of Orthodox and Baptists, which were correlated with the cultural characteristics of Russian society as well as
the socio-economic concepts espoused by both churches.

Anna Kolotovkina (PhD student at the Faculty of Sociology of the European University in St. Petersburg)
presents an analytical review ‘Institutions of the Past: The Potential of Organizational Theory in Collective
Memory Studies.’ This article explores the potential of organizational theory in memory studies. It highlights
existing approaches that focus on the intersection of historical memory and organizations, including both the
institutional approach in memory studies and organizational memory studies (OMS).

Dr. Denis Litvintsev (Associate Professor of the Department of Management, Novosibirsk State Technical Uni-
versity) presents a paper ‘Housing Complaints, Institutional Anomalies, and Red Tape: New Aspects of an Old
Debate.” This article expands on the discussion regarding the dysfunctionality of the complaints institution
within the housing and communal services sector in Russia, a dialogue initiated in 2022—-2023 through a series
of publications by D. B. Litvintsev and O. E. Bessonova in the Journal of Economic Sociology. The paper em-
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phasizes the necessity of broadening the strictly institutional approach to complaints, highlighting the limita-
tions of quantitative methods in studying this institution. It addresses institutional anomalies in functioning of
the complaints system and explores the issue of red tape. Notably, it focuses on analyzing electronic complaints
submitted through various online portals and underscores the persistent difficulties in eliminating institutional
abuses within this framework.

Dr. Elena Belyavskaya (Senior Research Fellow, LSES, HSE University) reviews Angela Jones's book Cam-
ming.: Money, Power, and Pleasure in the Sex Work Industry (2020). Jones’s book delves into the social im-
pacts of digital transformation within the sex industry, where online platforms have created new employment
opportunities for diverse groups such as students, homemakers, individuals with health limitations, and others,
often displaced from traditional labor markets. The review emphasizes three key aspects: normalization of
sex work’s commercialization, the transformation of norms and pathologies within sexuality, influenced by
economic, social, and political dynamics, biopolitics and bodily autonomy.

Valeriya Grinchenko (UX researcher, JSC PF ‘SKB KONTUR’, Yekaterinburg) submits a study ‘Entrepre-
neurial Ecosystem: Comparative Analysis of Petrozavodsk and Pskov’. This paper conducts a comparative
analysis of the media representation of entrepreneurial ecosystems in the two Russian cities of Petrozavodsk
and Pskov, as well as manifestation and interaction of different types of entrepreneurial ecosystems’ attributes
in their narratives. Using corpus-assisted discourse analysis and thematic modeling using LDA, the research
examines the frequencies of words and modeled topics, common and specific to each locality, and analyzes
topics co-occurrence in each city discourse. The findings highlight differences and similarities in the media
representation of entrepreneurial ecosystems.
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
