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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

This journal issue is released on the exact day that the Higher School of Economics celebrates its 25th anni-
versary. The university was established in November 1992 by a decree of Egor Gaidar, the acting prime min-
ister of the new liberal Russian Federation government. Within one quarter of a century, the Higher School of
Economics has developed from an ambitious Greenfield project to a nationwide leader in social sciences and
humanities. We send our sincere congratulations to all our HSE colleagues.

Now let us turn to the new issue of the journal.

Galina Monusova (Senior Researcher, IMEMO, Russian Academy of Sciences, NRU HSE) presents a paper
entitled “Redistributive Preferences and Indicators of Social Mobility.” The aim of the paper is to explore the
connection between redistributive preferences and various indicators of social mobility across countries. In
particular, it addresses the following questions: How is objective and subjective mobility related to redistribu-
tive preferences? How are redistributive preferences connected to mechanisms of mobility and feelings of
fairness? The author uses large cross-country datasets from the International Social Survey Program (ISSP)
(2009). Cross-country analysis shows that the connection between redistributive preferences and subjective
mobility is higher in transition economies than in developed countries.

We also publish the Introduction of a new Russian translation of the book by Richard Baldwin (Professor of
International Economics at the Graduate Institute, Geneva and Director of Centre of Economic Policy Re-
search, London) “Globalization: The Great Unbundling(s).” The book is devoted to globalization, which has
dramatically changed in the 1990s, according to Richard Baldwin, mainly due to transformations in informa-
tion and communication technology, resulting in a significant decrease in the costs of moving ideas. In the
introduction, the author justifies his new perspective on globalization, sequentially describing processes that
accelerate it: lower costs in moving of goods, a decrease in communication costs, and reduction in moving of
people. The book is translated by O. Levchenko.

In the section “Beyond Borders,” we publish a paper by Dr. Mikhail Sokolov (Professor, European Univer-
sity at Saint Petersburg) and Alexander Kazantsev (Director, Saint-Petersburg sociological research centre)
“Survey Types, Sample Biases, and the Effects of Demographic Quotas: The Results of an Experiment with
a Three-Frame Survey in a Major Russian City.” The paper analyzes how the ways of conducting a survey in
a major Russian city (landline and cell-phone surveys and face-to-face interviews of customers at local chain
stores) affect the estimates of distribution of a number of important variables in the general population. It
is argued that age- and gender-related characteristics of lifestyle heavily influence accessibility via landline
phones; education and cultural capital strongly affect accessibility via cell-phones; and the introduction of
demographic quotas usually leads to convergence of results provided by different types of surveys. However,
this convergence does not guarantee increasing precision of estimates.

Dr. Denis Tev (Senior Researcher at the Department of Sociology of Authority, Power Structures and Civil
Society, Sociological Institute of FCTAS RAS, Russian Academy of Sciences, St. Petersburg). The purpose of
the study is to identify and analyze the socio-professional categories that serve as sources of recruitment for
the deputy corps. The empirical basic research is a database, which includes biographical information about
532 parliamentarians who worked in the State Duma of the sixth convocation. The author drew attention to
a noticeable trend implying a bureaucratization of deputy corps, many of whom worked in the post-Soviet
period in the administrative structures.

Tatyana Zagoruyko (Master student, the National Research University Higher School of Economics) presents
a paper “Non-Cash Money in Family Budget: Do Financial Management Practices Change?” The purpose of
the current research was to study the financial-management practices of non-cash money of modern Moscow
households. Data were collected from the 20 semi-structured interviews with the partners living together for
more than half a year (married or cohabiting); therefore, 10 households were included in the final sample. The
study demonstrates how practices managing non-cash money in households reproduce habitual patterns in
new formats using new methods, services, and opportunities provided to people by the digital economy.

Maria Sakaeva (Deputy Director, Centre of Expertise and Analytics, Ukhta State Technical University; Visit-
ing Researcher, Institute for East European Studies, Freie University, Berlin) reviews Stanislav Markus "book,
“Property, Predation and Protection: Piranha Capitalism in Russia and Ukraine” (Cambridge: Cambridge Uni-
versity Press, 2015). This book provides a specific approach to property rights and explains the vulnerability
of private businesses and property rights in the developing economies on the basis of two cases—Russia and
Ukraine. The main argument of the book is that the state is not the only actor that is able to protect property
rights. The concept of agent predation in post-communist societies is developed as an alternative to the con-
ventional state-centric framework.

Finally, we provide an announcement of the 19th April International Academic Conference on Economic and
Social Development, which will be arranged on April 10-13, 2018 in Moscow by the National Research Uni-
versity Higher School of Economics, with the support of the World Bank.

Texts in English

Ashley Mears (Associate Professor, Department of Sociology; Boston University) was interviewed by Tamara
Kusimova (Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology). In her studies, Dr. Mears focused on the nexus of
culture and markets. Her first book, “Pricing Beauty: The Making of a Fashion Model,” (2011) was widely
recognized not only in academic circles, but also with popular readers. In the following interview, Dr. Mears
speaks about current changes in the fashion industry, the new politics of diversity, and feminist research prac-
tices and methodology. She also reveals details from her upcoming book.

Mayya Schmidt reviews the latest book by Thomas Widlok (Professor for African Studies and Chair for the
Cultural Anthropology of Africa at the University of Cologne, Germany), “Anthropology and the Economy of
Sharing.” Widlok addresses a rich pool of ethnographic data, from hunter-gather societies to modern corporate
shareholding, to bring sharing back to anthropological analysis. His goal is to theorize sharing as an alternative
to well-established anthropological theories of gift-giving and reciprocity. Widlok comes to a conclusion that
“much of what goes under the notion of ‘sharing economy’ is in fact an extension of the market economy into
spheres of life that were previously exempted from the market.”
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
