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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

The program of the forthcoming XIX April International Academic Conference on Economic and Social De-
velopment arranged by the Higher School of Economics (HSE) in Moscow, April 10—13, 2018 will include
a roundtable of editors-in-chief of the academic journals published by the HSE. This is the first time such an
event has been offered. The point is that some new journals were established by the university over the last
several years. Concurrently, previously established journals developed new strategies and obtained formal rec-
ognition by being accepted into the Russian Science Citation Index, Scopus, and Web of Science—Emerging
Sources Citation Index (ESSI). Many journals began moving to the Open Journal Systems, an open source
software for the management of peer-reviewed academic journals. What are the prospects for further develop-
ment of academic journals at the HSE? What types of papers are most often invited? How are contributors’
guidelines being changed? These issues will be subjects for discussion at the roundtable. The Journal of Eco-
nomic Sociology, no doubt, will participate in this event.

Meanwhile, let us say a few words about the new issue of our journal.

Iryna Chatsverykova (Research Fellow of the Institute for the Rule of Law at the European University at St.
Petersburg) presents a paper entitled “Mobilization of Criminal Law by Business and State: Socio-Economic
Status of Defendants and Pretrial Detention in Economic Cases.” Using police data on all defendants charged
from 2013-2014 in Russia with economic and corruption crimes, the author examines how the socio-econom-
ic status of the defendant and the type of the victim are related to pretrial detention decisions. Results indicate
that not only the offense, but also the defendant’s criminal history, gender, citizenship, and place of residence
weigh heavily in investigatory and judicial decision-making on detention in economic and corruption cases.

We publish a new translation of the “Introduction” to Adam Tooze’s (Kathryn and Shelby Cullom Davis
Professor of History, Department of History, Columbia University of the City of New York) The Wages of
Destruction: The Making and Breaking of the Nazi Economy. Tooze has written a radical new history of the
Second World War. He argues that a global balance of economic and military forces did not initially favor
Hitler. With the goal of preventing the threat from the West, he sent poorly armed troops to conquer Europe,
which then led to the crash of his intentions.

In the section entitled “Beyond the Borders,” we publish a paper by Roman Bumagin (Ph.D. in Sociology,
Director of REFACTA) and Dmitry Rogozin (Ph.D. in Sociology, Senior Researcher, Institute of Sociology,
SIC RAS, Head of Laboratory of Social Research Methodology, Institute of Social Analysis and Forecasting,
RANEPA under the President of the Russian Federation) entitled “Criticism of Interview Approach in Exam-
ining Similarity of Appearance of Products Belonging to the Same Product Category.” The aim of the paper is
to create the basis for scientific criticism of methodological decisions applied by sociologists. This criticism
of the interview approach dominating Russian practice of sociological expertise in intellectual property trials
1s presented through the description of an alternative experimental plan.

Dr. Andrey Korotayev (Head of the Laboratory for the Monitoring of Socio-Political Destabilization Risks of
the Higher School of Economics), Alina Khokhlova (Research Associate of the Laboratory for the Monitor-
ing of Socio-Political Destabilization Risks of the Higher School of Economics), and Dr. Sergey Tsirel (Chief
Researcher of the Institute of Mining Geomechanics and Mine Surveying, St. Petersburg) present a paper
entitled “Unemployment as a Predictor of Socio-Political Destabilization in Western and Eastern Europe.”
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Their work examines the impact of unemployment on political destabilization in non-post-Communist (West-
ern) and post-Communist (Eastern) Europe. The authors use World Bank data on annual unemployment rates
in 45 European countries and numerical values of instability indicators from the Cross-National Time-Series
Data Archive (CNTS) database for 1991-2014. The results indicate a strong positive correlation between un-
employment rate and socio-political destabilization indicators in non-post-Communist countries and a weak
negative correlation in post-Communist ones. The primary reason for different reactions to unemployment
originates in the differences in amounts, timing, and conditions for social payments. Additional factors are
associated with the labor migration from the East to the West in Europe.

Daria Asaturian (Research Assistant, Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology, Higher School of Eco-
nomics) and Valeriya Erguneva (BA Student, Faculty of Social Sciences, Higher School of Economics) pres-
ent their paper “To Eat or Not to Eat? The Modern Consumption Model Through the Prism of Food Wasting:
Moscow Citizens Case.” This research is based on 22 in-depth interviews and attempts to identify the semantic
contexts that keep informants from wasting food or that stimulate food waste. They reveal that, in addition to
the expected rational attitudes associated with the optimization of food management, this issue can be inter-
preted in terms of the informant’s values, coupled with the social embeddedness of the practices of throwing
out or saving food products, with the roots originating in Soviet history and transmitted through the following
generations.

Natalia Conroy reviews Bjorklund Larsen's book, Shaping Taxpayers: Values in Action at the Swedish Tax
Agency published by Berghahn Books in February of 2017. It is an ethnography written as a “social biography
of things,” which is not a rare case in modern Western anthropology. The work examines a report by in-house
analysts of the Swedish Tax Agency based on their own two-year research into errors made by small busi-
nesses on their annual tax returns. The author attempts to understand how the Agency obtains its information
about tax compliance and uses it to motivate citizens to comply. It also considers to what extent the Agency
itself is shaped by taxpayers’ perceptions of fairness and by their way of defining the boundaries between pri-
vate and public and between household and business in everyday life.

Dr. Roman Abramov (Higher School of Economics) provides a review of Jeremy Morris’s Everyday Post-
Socialism: Working-Class Communities in the Russian Margins published by Palgrave Macmillan in 2016.
This ethnographic study examines the life and work of the population of the provincial industrial Russian town
of Izluchino from 2009-2012. The author explores the social positions of Izluchino inhabitants and describes
their families, labors, and biographical traces. This study also shows how rigid managerial models of business
administration changed former soft paternalism in the management of soviet enterprises.

Finally, we would like to draw your attention once more to the XIX April International Academic Conference
on Economic and Social Development, which is arranged by the Higher School of Economics in collaboration
with the World Bank in Moscow and will take place April 10-13, 2018. We publish information on the confer-
ence sessions that might be of interest to economic sociologists.
