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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

This issue, as usual, contains very diverse papers. However, we would attract your special attention to articles
devoted to Max Weber because the third volume of Weber’s fundamental work Economy and Society has been
translated into Russian for the first time. This volume includes two works devoted to the sociology of law. We
should specify that in the Russian edition, Weber’s work is published in four volumes instead of two. After
many years, the tremendous work of the translators is coming to an end. At the same time, quite naturally,
we might expect attempts to revise our understanding of Max Weber’s legacy, particularly with regard to his
concept of modern (rational) capitalism.

Now let us introduce this new issue of our journal in more detail.

Elena Gudova conducts an interview with Alexander Pavlov (editor-in-chief, News Agency ‘Ulyanovsk — the
City of News ) in “We Want it Like in Europe.’ Alexander Pavlov shares his unique experience of research in
the construction industry at various levels of decision-making, from obtaining a land plot by a general contrac-
tor to buying property by final owners. His ‘Saga of the Square Meter’ offers us an alternative perspective of
the construction industry. It also explicates many topics familiar to economic sociologists: the contradiction
between informal economic practices and actions of the state; the failures of high modernism; the importance
of trust because of kidalovo or scam threats; the emergence of a symbolic order based on the square meter as
a new currency.

Rostislav Kapeliushnikov (chief researcher, Primakov National Research Institute of World Economy and In-
ternational Relations, Russian Academy of Sciences; deputy director, Centre for Labor Market Studies, NRU
HSE) presents the paper ‘Weber’s Hypnosis: Notes on The Protestant Ethics and the Spirit of Capitalism.” The
paper is the first part of a critical essay on discursive methods used by great German sociologist Max Weber
in his classic study on the relationship between economy and religion. The author examines in detail the status
of modern (rational) capitalism in Weber’s general taxonomy of various historical forms of economic organi-
zation. He argues that Weber’s original thesis on the genesis of modern capitalism was profoundly misinter-
preted by almost all of his critics. The second part of the essay will be published in the next issue.

Olga Bessonova (leading research fellow, Institute of Economics and Industrial Engineering, Siberian Branch,
Russian Academy of Sciences) presents the paper ‘Institutional Matrix of the Social State and Democracy in
Russia.” The author argues that, at the present stage, the institutional matrix of contractual razdatok provides
conditions for the social state and democratic development of Russia, and refutes the myth that only market
institutions are needed for the development of democracy. The development of economic institutions is ex-
plained by changes in the combination of market and distributing relations .

We publish a new translation of an excerpt from the third volume of Max Weber’s fundamental study Econo-
my and Society: An Outline of Interpretive Sociology. The Law. The law is considered an influential factor in
the rationalization of social life, which in turn is affected by a rationalized economy and social management.
The Journal of Economic Sociology here publishes an excerpt from the chapter ‘Law, Convention and Cus-
tom’ which shows the role of the habitual in the formation of law; explains the importance of intuition and
empathy for the emergence of new orders; and discusses the changeable borders between law, convention and
custom. The translation is edited by Leonid Ionin and the chapter is published with kind permission of HSE
Publishing House.
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Alexander Alimov (project analyst, Streetbee) presents the paper ‘How Hobby Becomes Occupation in Cre-
ative Economy.’ The author explores the process of hobby transformation into occupation in the creative econ-
omy using the case of streamers of gaming content. Data were collected from 15 semi-structured interviews
with streamers and producers of gaming content. Among the research findings, changes in the subjective
perception of monetized leisure practices were determined and the main factors contributing to the changes
were identified.

Tatiana Chirkina (International Laboratory for Educational Policy Analysis, Institute of Education, NRU
HSE) provides a review of theoretical approaches to the study of the relationship between a students’ socio-
economic status (SES) and their educational choice. Empirical studies are also analyzed to test the implemen-
tation of the described theories in various education systems.

Polina Zhidkova reviews Jonathan Morduch and Rachel Schneider’s new book The Financial Diaries: How
American Families Cope in a World of Uncertainty (Princeton, NJ: Princeton UP, 2017). From this book, it is
possible to find out how household income is formed, how money is spent, how savings are made, what kind
of debt practices are applied and, most importantly, what problems and decision-making processes Americans
have to face on this difficult path. Results show how far American families are from the predictions of Franco
Modigliani’s life-cycle model.

Maria Denisova provides a review of the round table ‘Surrogate Motherhood in Russia and in the World: Le-
gal Issues and Vectors of Sociological Research’ which was held at the Laboratory for Studies in Economic
Sociology (LSES) at the Higher School of Economics on February 22, 2018. The keynote speakers were Olga
Khazova (Institute of State and Law of the Russian Academy of Sciences and member of the UN Committee
on the Rights of the Child), Maria Denisova (LSES NRU HSE), Oksana Dorofeeva (NRU HSE), Olga Do-
letskaya (LSES NRU HSE), Elena Berdysheva (LSES NRU HSE). The participants’ presentations covered a
wide range of topics, starting with the adjustment policies of this medical service and constructing a discourse
around it, and ending with an overview of the potential risks to the well-being of children born with the help
of surrogate programs.

Lyubov Lebedintseva, Ruben Karapetyan, Aleksandr Gonashvili, Snezhana Starovoitova and Stepan-Arseniy
Karapetyan present an overview of the key issues discussed at the sessions ‘Labor and Employment Prob-
lems: New Challenges and Prospects’ and ‘Information Economy and Labor,” held within the framework of the
Second St. Petersburg International Youth Labor Forum (St. Petersburg, February 28, 2018). Speakers focused
their attention upon the impact of new information realities on work and employment, changing labor market
demands, and the dissemination of competence-oriented criteria for assessing the quality of professionals.
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
